There is a skill for taking notes. A single clause is often completely isolated without any context and only be read once.
The listener can only understand and remember it once also. Therefore, accurately capturing the information given is
the key to answer the questions. At this situation, the skill of “retelling immediately” must be used which candidates

can repeat the original sentence immediately after only 1-2 seconds when listening to the recording. This will help the
candidate strengthen the memory and to choose the correct answer. It is necessary to strengthen retelling exercises in
daily training. On one hand, it can help you deepen the impression of the comprehensible part. On the other hand, it can

help you review the understood part and capture the information in the ununderstood part so as to effectively capture and
take notes of the important points and improve accuracy.
